Sheridan Library Reports Community Survey Results

The Sheridan Public Library staff and board wish to thank the 71 adults, youth, and young children who participated
in our recent community survey! Here’s what we learned.

Two-thirds of you use our books, audio tapes, magazines, DVDs, etc. Many rely on our computers and WiFi, printer/
copier/fax machine, and interlibrary loan service. Our book sales/giveaways and special programs are also popular. At
least one-third meet at the Library to participate in Book Club, Art Club, Knitting Group, and otherwise socialize.

Our youngest survey participants all enjoy coming to the Library. Reasons why included: Being read to at Story Hour;
having a chance to read, draw, color, and win prizes; and spending time in a quiet space. One child likes the Library
because “the Library people are so nice”; another child said it is because of “Mr. Bill” (Library Director Bill Talbott).

Youth and adult patrons gave numerous reasons for why they appreciate the Library. Among them: It offers a safe,
warm space, open to all; they get good advice from staft on books that they would likely enjoy; and they can access
downloadable materials from the “Libby” app. Additional input complimented our knowledgeable and helpful staff, the
neater look to the Library, and how the Library helps create a more connected community.

We received many great suggestions for improvements and for expanded or new offerings, including: Use the Archive
space as an Archive before considering any expansion; modify Library hours of operation a bit; hold Classes on topics
like computer training and breadmaking/cooking; allow Outdoor Groups to use the Library as a meeting place; host
Children’s Clubs for activities like puzzles, chess, Legos; show Evening or Matinee movies; sponsor Special Programs
on more topics.

Several people expressed interest in volunteering, and joining either the Library Board or the Friends of the Library. A
few of these folks did not provide their contact information. If you are one such person, please stop by the Library, or
call us at 406.842.5770.
